B.A. B.Sc., B.Com, B.B.A and B.C.A: A candidate who has passed the two-year Pre-University Examination
conducted by the Pre-University Board of Education in the State of Karnataka or any other examination considered
as equivalent by the University is eligible for admission to the I semester of the course. A Candidate who has
passed 3 years Diploma in Commercial Practice or Secretarial Practice conducted by the Department of Technical
Education, government of Karnataka is eligible for admission to IIl Semester B.Com/B.B.A., directly. However such
a candidate has to pass the languages and other papers as decided by the Equivalence Committee.
